OVERVIEW:
In 1986, the PWSA established a SCHOLARSHIP FOUNDATION to assist current PWSA affiliated players in their pursuit of a post-secondary education.  These PWSA Scholarships honor young Canadian students who have:
· Attained high scholastic achievements.
· Shown outstanding leadership traits and skills in the sport of softball and within their community.

· Demonstrated a personal contribution to improve their community, school, teams, and in general, helping other people cope in their daily life.

· Attained athletic achievements in softball and other sports, as well.


Each year, the PWSA grants Scholarships to deserving students.  The amount of each Scholarship is normally based on the annual interest generated from the PWSA Scholarship Fund account.  Scholarships are awarded at the PWSA Annual General meeting/Awards Banquet/OIWFA banquet.
ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:
To qualify for a PWSA Scholarship, applicants must:
· Be registered as an active player with the PWSA in the current year.
· Be a resident of the Province of Ontario.
· Have been accepted to attend, or already attending a recognized Canadian 
Degree granting post-secondary education institution.
· Have an overall average of at least 75% (seventy-five percent) in all required
courses. 
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SCHOLARSHIP FOUNDATION (continued)
APPLICATION FORM:
A completed application consists of the following elements:

1. The PWSA Scholarship Application Form fully completed and signed by the applicant.

2. A transcript of your academic record (High School and University/College, if applicable)

3. An essay written by the applicant, of up to 500 (five hundred) words in length, describing your involvement in your community, school, teams and briefly outline what motivated you to undertake these activities, what you feel was accomplished and what you learned from your experiences.

4. A letter of recommendation from your school, written by your Principal, Guidance Counsellor or Teacher.

5. Three letters of support or confirmation from the community group(s) or individuals who have been the focus of your community involvement.

NOTE:  If there are exceptional circumstances whereby these letters cannot be provided, please include a note of explanation detailing these special circumstances.

6. A letter of support from your current PWSA Team Coach or Manager.  Letters from past Coaches and Managers may also be submitted if you wish.
