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SCHOLARSHIP FOUNDATION
OVERVIEW:
In 1986, the P.W.S.A. established a SCHOLARSHIP FOUNDATION to assist current P.W.S.A. affiliated players in their pursuit of a post-secondary education.  These P.W.S.A. Scholarships honour young Ontario student-athletes who have:

· Attained high scholastic achievements.

· Shown outstanding leadership traits and skills in the sport of softball and within their community.

· Demonstrated a contribution to improve their community, school, and in general, helping other people cope in their daily life.

· Attained athletic achievements in softball.

Each year, the P.W.S.A. grants Scholarships to deserving student-athletes.  The amount of each Scholarship is normally based on the annual interest generated from the P.W.S.A. Scholarship Fund account.  Scholarships are awarded at the P.W.S.A. Annual Awards Banquet.
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APPLICATION FORM FOR POST-SECONDARY SCHOOL TEAMS ONLY:
A completed application consists of the following elements:

1. The P.W.S.A. Scholarship Application Form fully completed and signed by an authorized team representative. 
2. An essay written by the applicant, of up to 500 (five hundred) words in length, describing the team’s involvement in the community, school, and briefly outline what motivated the team to undertake these activities, what was accomplished and what the team learned from these experiences.

3. A letter of recommendation from your school, written by your institution’s Director, Athletics and Recreation.
4. Three letters of support or confirmation from the community group(s) or individuals who have been the focus of the team’s community involvement.

NOTE:  If there are exceptional circumstances whereby these letters cannot be provided, please include a note of explanation detailing these special circumstances.

5. Team submission must be accompanied by a current year operating budget, reflecting all funding received by the team’s college or university.

DEADLINE FOR APPLICATIONS:
Post-Secondary School Teams must apply for the appropriate Scholarship / Bursary by:  September 30th, 2024.
